
In the prelude to the 2010 Olympic Winter Games, Katherine Reutter 
was labeled ‘one-to-watch’…an athlete with breakout star potential. 
Katherine was pro�led by nearly every major media outlet, including an 
NBC reality show ‘My First Time’. The 21-year-old Reutter made her 
Olympic debut in Vancouver and left having broken an Olympic record 
and with two Olympic medals (silver & bronze).  She had become the 
�rst U.S. woman in 16 years to earn an individual event medal.  The 
future of U.S. Speedskating has arrived.
 
From Champaign, IL, Reutter has long since drawn comparisons to 
another notable winter Olympic Champion from the same hometown - 
Bonnie Blair.  With her new Olympic medals, those comparisons will 
undoubtedly continue as Reutter is anticipated to appear in both the 
2014 & 2018 Olympic Winter Games. 
 
With an attention-getting season in 2007-2008, Reutter, then 19, 
became a regular top-�ve �nisher against the best skaters in the world.  
That season she won �ve World Cup medals, set multiple American 
records and smashed, by nearly two full seconds, a world record.  Her 
time quali�ed her to race against the top men in the U.S.. She went on 
to become the �rst woman in history to win all �ve distances at U.S. 
Nationals.  
Since then, Reutter has become a regular on the medals podium 
around the world.  She now has 17 World Cup medals and two World 
Championship medals, to go along with her prized Olympic silver & 
bronze.
 
If she weren’t so good at skating, Reutter’s dream career would be sing-
ing and dancing on Broadway.  She’s an avid ‘clean eater’ though con-
fesses to a deep seated love of ice cream.  Yoga is her relaxation method 
of choice.  Her �rst signi�cant purchase post-Olympics was rebuilding 
the foundation of her family home in Champaign, a tribute to the foun-
dation of support her parents provided en route to ful�lling her Olym-
pic dream. 
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
